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Abstract

With the fall of the al Mohads government, four states came to power in the Maghreb. The
most important of these governments, which considered themselves the heirs of the
Almohads States and the values of ALMohad, was the government. The four-hundred-year-
old government of Hafsids was a great political phenomenon of the Middle Ages, which was
formed in the context of political relations in the West of the Islamic world in Africa. The
high contribution of Hafsids in Islamic culture and civilization in quantitative and qualitative
educational, cultural and scientific developments in Africa is clearly noticeable. The
formation of great pole of power in Europe and the emergence of the Ottoman Empire
removed the Hafsids government from the political scene despite half a century of popular
resistance. During this period, significant progress was made in the field of Islamic sciences
and education, medicine, Sufism and intellectual sciences. Ibn Khaldun, Qalsadi, Ibn Arafa,
Barzli, Tifashi were among the great scholars of Hafsids period who have a significant
contribution to Islamic culture and civilization. During the era of Hafsi, the development and
construction, especially the construction of Tunis, the new capital of Africa, was accompanied
by the emergence of a special hybrid style of Islamic architecture.
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
